1.
The Asian Development Bank (ADB) is implementing a regional technical assistance (RETA) on Enabling Climate Change Interventions in Central and West Asia, covering ten countries including the Islamic Republic of Pakistan, and intends to engage a Clean Development Mechanism (CDM) Capacity Development Specialist under a consultancy contract.
2.
This RETA envisions low-carbon inclusive economic growth and climate-resilient development. The intended outcome will be a favorable policy, technological, and fiscal environment for investment in climate change mitigation and adaptation interventions. 
Objective

3.
The CDM Capacity Development Specialist will assess, develop and manage the potential CDM components of Eligible RE projects under the $200 million Renewable Energy Development Sector Investment Program (REDSIP) Guarantee Facility, developed to support Government of Pakistan's renewable energy sector (see Guarantee Facility details at http://www.aedb.org/adb.htm). The Specialist will assist the Alternative Energy Development Board (AEDB) and help develop AEDB’s institutional capacity in processing potential CDM projects.
4.
The prospective Eligible RE projects under the Guarantee Facility are expected to add at least 250 MW of cumulative generating capacity by 2015, and are being considered for eligibility and registration under the Clean Development Mechanism of the United Nations Framework Convention on Climate Change and similar carbon financing mechanisms. These projects will contribute to the attainment of the desired outcome of the regional technical assistance by enabling favorable policy, technological, and fiscal environments for investment in climate change mitigation and adaptation, interventions in Central and West Asia.

Scope of Work

5.
The Specialist has three main tasks: developing and managing potential CDM projects, liaising with Eligible RE projects sponsors and Certified Emission Reduction (CER) owners for CER commercialization, and building capacity for AEDB and other potential partners. The consultant will be located in AEDB offices.


Detailed Tasks

6.
The Consultant’s responsibilities include:

Leading and guiding the development of the CDM eligible Eligible RE projects that are qualified for the Renewable Energy Development Sector Investment Program (REDSIP) Guarantee Facility – from Project Design Document (PDD) preparation to the CER’s issuance on its first year. Tasks include:
(a) Reviewing PDDs or providing inputs to prepare draft Project Idea Note (PIN), PDD and completing the PDD for potential CDM projects qualified for the REDSIP Guarantee Facility; 

(b) Providing technical inputs/advice to project implementation team for regular monitoring and reporting activities as per the monitoring plan;

(c) Providing technical inputs and supporting designated CDM focal point of AEDB and Eligible RE Project Sponsors in getting approvals from the Designation National Authority (DNA), validation of the PDD, and registration at the CDM Executive Board (EB);

(d) Assisting on any communications and correspondences to the Designated Operational Entity (DOE) during validation and verification activities;

(e) Liaising with Eligible RE project sponsors or CER owners to support the structuring and commercialization of the project, and in close coordination with the ADB Carbon Market Team and the RE Development Specialist;

(f) Supporting other necessary requests by ADB in favor of the designated focal point of AEDB and RE Project Sponsors; and

(g) Providing assistance to mitigation stakeholders in at least, one other ADB Developing Member Country (DMC)

Building institutional capacity of designated CDM focal point of AEDB, and Eligible RE Project Sponsors in all the following aspects of CDM project development and management, including:
(a) Identifying potential CDM mitigation linked projects, applicable methodologies, developing and preparing a PDD (i.e. establishing baseline methodology);

(b) Identifying, assessing and validating the potential CDM mitigation project;

(c) Formulating additionality arguments;

(d) Working with a multi-functional team of engineers, project sponsors, and CDM-process related stakeholders;

(e) Assisting AEDB and Eligible RE Project sponsors to communicate and correspond to DOE for relevant validation and first verification reports and documents in support of registration requests;

(f) Designing and conducting training on monitoring and verification activities for designated CDM focal point of AEDB and Eligible RE Project Sponsors;

(g) Assisting the designated focal point of AEDB and Eligible RE Project Sponsors to develop and process an Emission Reduction Purchase Agreement (ERPA); and

(h) Supporting other necessary requests by ADB in favor of designated focal point of AEDB and Eligible RE Project Sponsors.

Reporting Requirements

The output/reporting requirements include:
(i) Due Diligence Reports

(ii) PDDs

(iii) Documents required by Pakistan DNA for host country approval

(iv) Documents required by the UNFCCC for validation, registration and verification activities

(v) Documents required by a third party in the validation and first verification process 

(vi) List of potential CDM projects

(vii) Minutes/Call reports with Eligible RE Project Sponsors

(viii) Work-plan to develop and manage CDM projects

(ix) Worksheets


Requirements and Implementation Arrangements

The assignment is for 12 person-months to be rendered intermittently over 18 months, from October 2011 until April 2013. The Consultant (individual) will be based in the AEDB, Islamabad, Pakistan and will require travel to the project sites and at least 1 other developing member country where potential projects may exist.

Experience and other requirements include:

· A graduate degree in engineering, economics, or environment

· Professional experience of at least 7 years of which a minimum of 3 years should be on CDM project development

· Understanding of energy sector of Pakistan, CDM project cycle and approval procedures, and associate financial/regulatory set up
· Past experience in conducting training sessions on environment, climate change, or CDM 

· Excellent English, oral and written; Knowledge of Russian, desirable

· Good interpersonal relationship skills

The Consultant will be accountable for any CDM technical issues to the Technical Support Facility of the ADB Carbon Market Program, under the supervision of the Project Officer and overall guidance of the Director, Energy Division, Central and West Asia Department, Asian Development Bank, Mandaluyong City, Philippines. 
The individual Consultant will provide the consulting services and will be selected and engaged by ADB (Executing Agency) in accordance with the ADB’s Guidelines on the Use of Consultants and other arrangements satisfactory to ADB for engaging local consultants. 

Procedure for Expression of Interest

ADB now invites Expression of Interest (EOI) from local consultants. The EOI should demonstrate firm understanding of the requirements of the Project and an understanding of the tasks set forth in the scope of services.
