1.
The Asian Development Bank (ADB) is implementing a regional technical assistance (RETA) on Enabling Climate Change Interventions in Central and West Asia, covering ten countries including the Islamic Republic of Pakistan, and intends to engage a Renewable Energy Development Specialist under a consultancy contract. 
2.
This RETA envisions low-carbon inclusive economic growth and climate-resilient development. The intended outcome will be a favorable policy, technological, and fiscal environment for investment in climate change mitigation and adaptation interventions. 
Objective

3.
The Renewable Energy (RE) Development Specialist will assist with Alternative Energy Development Board’s (AEDB’s) due diligence, procedures review, and application documents’ processing to ensure eligibility, quality, responsiveness, and compliance of the RE/Mitigation projects’ and their Sponsors under the ADB funded $200 million Renewable Energy Development Sector Investment Program (REDSIP) Guarantee Facility. The Specialist will also help develop AEDB’s institutional capacity in rolling out the Guarantee Facility. 
4.
This Guarantee Facility will support Government of Pakistan’s renewable energy sector. The facility will help to mobilize debt financing from domestic and/or international Eligible Lenders needed to finance Eligible RE Projects with a cumulative generating capacity of at least 250MW. If the Guarantee Facility is fully deployed then it is expected that at least five projects will receive final guarantees. See Guarantee Facility details at http://www.aedb.org/adb.htm.

Also with the concurrence of project sponsors, each RE/Mitigation Project will be considered for eligibility and registration under the Clean Development Mechanism (CDM) of the United Nations Framework Convention on Climate Change and similar carbon financing mechanisms. These Eligible RE Projects will help contribute to a favorable policy, technological, and fiscal environment for investment in climate change mitigation and adaptation interventions in the country. These form desired outcomes of the regional Technical Assistance on Enabling Climate Change Interventions in Central and West Asia.
Scope of Work


The Specialist will be the focal point for potential applications of the Guarantee Facility. The Specialist will liaise with AEDB, ADB, project sponsors and lenders. Key tasks will include: providing critical assistance to due diligence, reviews and monitoring activities to ensure eligibility and compliance with ADB policy and safeguards, and providing support to ADB missions and coordination with AEDB, government agencies, project sponsors, commercial bank lenders and development institutions. The consultant will be located in AEDB offices. 


The consultant’s responsibilities include:

(i) acting as ADB focal person at AEDB for the facility and Eligible RE Project sponsors, and ADB missions support;

(ii) coordinating between ADB, AEDB, project sponsors, commercial bank lenders, government agencies and other development institutions;

(iii) working with ADB and Pakistan Resident Mission staff and other consultants, including the CDM consultant, in reviewing subproject application documents and assisting with initial reviews of Eligible RE Project applications for eligibility and compliance under ADB and government policies (including compliance with ADB safeguard requirements, due diligence and acceptable documentation);

(iv) assisting AEDB and working with the Project Coordination Unit set up under the AEDB to:
a. ensure AEDB Preliminary Applications, from Eligible RE Project sponsors (or their authorized agents), pertain to projects that have a valid Letter of Intent from AEDB, an IPP site allocation endorsed by AEDB, and are expected to meet the Eligibility Criteria by financial closing;

b. ensure ADB Guarantee Applications, from prospective lenders, pertain to projects that have a valid Letter of Support from AEDB, are ready and likely to meet the Eligible Criteria by financial close;

c. review recommendations if the Eligible RE Project is eligible for support under the REDSIP Guarantee Facility;

d. expedite approvals to fast-track implementing each subproject;

e. coordinate with government offices and agencies, IPPs and lenders, and other entities, and

(v) assisting with financing and due diligence issues.
(vi) Marketing of the Guarantee Facility in Pakistan. 

Reporting Requirements

The output/report requirements include:

(i) Due diligence reviews

(ii) Marketing call reports

(iii) Monitoring and tracking progress

(iv) Workplan

(v) Final report

Requirements and Implementation Arrangements

The Consultant will have an advanced degree in finance, engineering, or economics. The intermittent assignment is for 3 person-months spread over 6 months, from October 2011 and will be based in AEDB, Islamabad, Pakistan. Experience and other requirements include:
· Familiarity with ADB procurement and safeguard policies (social, environmental, resettlement, indigenous people, gender)

· Well-established institutional network, contacts in the energy industry in Pakistan

· Minimum of 12 years experience in project management and/or in the finance sector

· Familiarity with RE/Mitigation

· Excellent English, oral and written

The Consultant will work under the Project Officer, guided by the Director, Energy Division (CWEN), Central and West Asia Department, Asian Development Bank, Mandaluyong City, Philippines. 
The individual Consultant will provide the consulting services and will be selected and engaged by ADB (Executing Agency) in accordance with the ADB’s Guidelines on the Use of Consultants and other arrangements satisfactory to ADB for engaging local consultants. 

Procedure for Expression of Interest

ADB now invites Expression of Interest (EOI) from local consultants. The EOI should demonstrate firm understanding of the requirements of the Project and an understanding of the tasks set forth in the scope of services.
